PROSECUTION CHARGE

“Sankararaman’s last letter addressed to the Acharya was found in the possession of one of his killers arrested by the police”
REPLY OF HH IN PARA 9 OF THE REJOINDER FILED ON 16TH NOV. 2004

As regards letter of the deceased which according to the prosecution was recovered from the assailants, the less said about it the better. The short point is that it is inconceivable that the petitioner would have given such a letter to the assailant for knowing the address of the deceased when Kancheepuram is itself a small town and the deceased was working in a famous temple. The obvious inference is that this letter has apparently been planted to create nexus between the petitioner and the alleged crime and the recovery is foisted upon the arrested accused from whom it is alleged to be recovered. This material fact also does not specifically find place in the counter. The affidavit does not even disclose whether the letter is original or copy. Copies were sent to hundreds of people

Further Do you Know ?

1. All letters written by Sankararaman to HH is not privy between them. They were endorsed to Chief Minister, M. Karunanidhi, HRCE Department and about 200 prominent devotees of the Mutt.

2. His letters were available in the street. It was not at all difficult to retrieve a letter and plant on the arrested person.
3. Sankararaman’s address (which the killer wanted?) was known to most in Kancheepuram. His position as Manager of the famous Sri Varadaraja Perumal Temple was known to everyone.
