About the Artists : 

Lalgudi Krishnan and Lalgudi Vijayalakshmi  -  Children of the Violin wizard Lalgudi Jayaraman, this duo have  kept the Lalgudi heritage alive. Lalgudi Krishnan had his initial training on the violin from the age of five, from his grandfather, Gopala Iyer and then from his father, Lalgudi Jayaraman. He made his debut on the concert platform at the age of thirteen.He has performed the role of an accompanying violinist with many leading vocalists and instrumentalists such as Shri Semmangudi Srinivasa Iyer, Shri. T.N. Seshagopalan, Shri. Maharajapuram Santhanam,  Shri. T.V. Sankaranarayanan, Shri. D.K. Jayaraman, Shri. Nedunuri Krishnamurthy, Dr. N. Ramani and Shri Voleti Venkateswaraulu.  In addition to his violin duet and trio performances with Shri Lalgudi Jayaraman and Lalgudi Vijayalakshmi, Krishnan has also been featured in several Jugalbandhi concerts with Hindustani musicians He is an A grade artiste with the All India Radio. He has also given several performances on Doordarshan. He was awarded the Yuva Kala Bharati (1987), Isai Peroli (1992), Sangita Choodamani (1998) among many other awards. He has performed all over India and abroad. He has given concerts in Singapore, Malaysia, Hong Kong, Italy, West Germany, the U.S.A., Canada, Middle East and Greece. He has also participated in the Festivals of India held in the U.K. (1983), the U.S.A. (1985) and the former Soviet Union (1988).
Lalgudi Vijayalakshmi was trained early by her father and made her debut at the age of thirteen. .  She has been performing regularly in violin duets and trios with her father. Shri Lalgudi Jayaraman and brother Krishnan.  She accompanies many artistes, performs solo and pairs up with her brother. She was awarded the Yuva Kala Bharati in 1993. In 1998, she received the Kalki Memorial Award along with her brother. Neyveli Venkatesh  Started training in mridangam at the age of 7 under his father Sri S. Balaraman. Had advanced training under Sri Ramanathapuram M.N. Kandaswamy Pillai and Sri P.P. Venkatesan.  Has been performing from the age of ten.  Has accompanied famous artists Dr. K.J.Yesudas, U. Srinivas, Kadri Gopalnath, Dr. N. Ramani, etc.  In 1986, set a record of playing for 28 hours continuously at Neyveli.  Has toured South Africa, London, Switzerland, Italy, Denmark, Belgium, Holland, France, Germany, US, Canada, Austria and Europe.

Tripunitura Radhakrishnan  Learnt the art of mridangam and ghatam playing initially from father Narayanaswamy and later under illustrious cousin T. V. Gopalkrishnan. Radhakrishnan has extensively toured with the famed singer Yesudas and with Shashank during their concert tours abroad.

From Route 80 : Take 287 South to Exit 22 (Pluckemin). After the exit,  keep right and immediately follow jug handle U -Turn to 202/206 South. Pass 5 lights and make first right on to Old Farm road. Temple is on the left.

From PA and South Jersey : Take US Route 1 North or NJ Turnpike North to I 287 North to 22 West (Left Exit). Travel approximately 3 miles and take 202/206 North. (towards Morristown) Travel approximately 5 miles. After you pass the Aventis pharmaceutical Bldg., and one traffic light, (Brown Road) make a first left onto Old Farm Road. Temple is on the left.
